Bobbi gave birth to septuplets -- three more daughters and four new sons. At first it was very hard. They lived in a very small house and they needed lots of help. Now it’s better. They live in a big house and the children help with the housework.

Barry and Julia Rollings of Canberra, Australia started with just two daughters: Alix and Briony. Then, between 1991 and 1998, they adopted six more children -- five sons and one daughter. Barry also has four adult children from his first marriage. People always ask them, “How many kids do you have now?”

Julia says, “I love my family and life!” And she adds, “Barry likes housework.”
In traditional Chinese culture, families were very large. They preferred early marriage, early child-bearing, and large families. The Chinese said, “---more children means great happiness”. Yet, one child policy was established in early 1980s to limit China’s population growth. The one child family policy was developed and implemented in response to concerns about the social and economic consequences of continued rapid population growth. In 2013, Chine announced reforms to its family planning policies whereby couples would be allowed to have a second child if either parent is an only child, a move to cope with its aging population. Beginning from 2016, Chinese couples nationwide can have two children because there is the urgent need to grow the labor force before it drops sharply.

　　Iceland lies in the North Atlantic Ocean. It lies between 63°24′and 66°33′N, And between 13°30′and 24°2′W and is the second largest island in Europe. It is close to the Arctic Circle, yet in fact, only one of its northerly islands lies inside. The country has a total area of 103,000 square kilometers and a coastline of about 6,600 km. The island is 300 km wide from north to south, and 500 km across from west to east.

　　 From 1262 to 1944 Iceland was ruled first by Norway and then by Denmark. Centuries of foreign rule, and such things as volcanoes(火山)and the weather, made life very difficult at times for the Icelanders: there was lots of hard work and little change.
